A: "...By far..." means "much" when it is used with
adjectives or adverbs of composition. For example:
He is taller by far than me. = He is much taller
than me.

Q: What does "a red herririg" mean?

A: A red herring is something which has nothing to
do with your discussion with something else in order
to confuse that person and to win an argument,
or in order to justify your action or opinion. For
example: Saddam Hussein of Iraq says that he will
not leave Kuwait unless Israel allows the Palestians
to have their own homeland. Pres. Bush and others
think Israel and Palestians have nothing to do with
Irag and Kuwait. So Saddam's statement is a red
herring.

: What's the difference between "flame" and "blaze"?
A. Both words can be verbs (=burn) or nouns (=fire).
The difference is that "blaze" refer to a big or
furiously buring fire, while "flame" can be used for
big furious fires or for small, gentle fire.

Q: What's the pronounciation used by ICRT D.J. and
newsreporter?

Q: How can we tell "photograph" from "picture"?
A: A '"photograph" is a printed "picture" from film,
"Photograph" has a specific meaning of coming from
a camera. "Picture" has a very broad meaning, ang
is the name of graphic portrayals of things and peo-
ple. "Picture" includes photographs, paintings, draw-
ings and similar visival portrayals.

"For" sometimes means "because", but it is rarelyused
in conversation. It is more literary used in essay.
